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Complajnant, Detective Kenna Dick, of the Edina Police Department, has investigated the facts and circumstances of
this offense and believes the following establishes probable cause:

On June 1, 2009, a known juvenile male, A.B., reported that a known adult male, ALEXANDER JEROME MINN,
the Defendant in this case, put a gun to his left temple while in the parking lot of Edina High School, located in
Edina, Hennepin County, Minnesota. A.B. reported that he was having an argument with his juvenile girlfriend,
C.D., in the parking lot when Defendant approached him carrying a bag. Defendant told A.B. to “get the fuck away
from her.” Defendant then took the firearm out of the bag and held it against A.B.’s left temple and repeated, “Get
the fuck away from her.” A.B. asked Defendant “who the hell” he was and Defendant moved away from A.B. but
continued to order A.B. to get away from C.D. Defendant asked C.D. if she wanted A.B. to leave her alone and when
C.D. replied that she did not, Defendant started to walk away stating to A.B., “You better watch your fucking back.”

Other students were present and corroborated A.B. and C.D.’s account of the events.

Defendant was interviewed and admitted the offense statiﬁg, “[E]verything he told you is true, I stuck a gun in his
face . .. .” Defendant admitted telling-A-B: that he (Defendant) would blow A.B.’s fucking brains out. RS

A search was conducied at Defendant’s residence. Defendant lived in an apartment in Edina but was being moved
out at the time of the search. The officers informed those moving Defendant’s property in vehicles that search
warrants would be obtained for the vehicles. Before the officers could obtain a search warrant for any of the vehicles,
Defendant’s father retrieved a bag that matched the description given by the witnesses and gave it to the police.
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Inside the bag, the officers recovered a .177 Beretia BB gun that matched the description given by A.B. and the other
witnesses.

Defendant is in custody. Your complainant has learned that Defendant is volatile and has a history of unpredictable

and violent behavior.
OFFENSE

COUNT 1:  ASSAULT IN THE SECOND DEGREE (FELONY)
MINN. STAT. § 609.222, SUBD. 1; § 609.101, SUBD. 2; § 609.11
PENALTY: 3-7 YEARS AND/OR $4,200-$14,000

That on or about June 1, 2009, in Hennepin County, Minnesota, ALEXANDER JEROME MINN, while using or
possessing a firearm, assaulted A.B.

COUNT 2: TERRORISTIC THREATS (FELONY)
MINN. STAT. § 609.713, SUBD. 1
PENALTY: 0-5 YEARS AND/OR $10,000

That on or about June 1, 2009, in Hennepin County, Minnesota, ALEXANDER JEROME MINN did threaten to
comumit a crime of Vlolence with the purpose of terrorizing another, and/or in reckless disregard of the risk of causmg

terror in another, A.B..
